incorporated into summer programs (it's still a great opportunity to partner with schools with
video production classes or clubs; students can produce the videos as a class project and
submit them in June!)

» Videos will be limited to 60 seconds, making this a doable project for small teams.

» Permission and model release forms will only be required from the winning entries (completing
the forms is a requirement to receive prizes and acknowledgment).

» The TVC Ad-Hoc Committee will convene a judging panel from CSLP partners and members.

» Teens can upload to the social media outlet of their choice.
