Library Trustee Training 2021

Continuing with our copyright series, this
month, we’ll take a look at free and legal
stock images.

Finding the perfect picture to put on your
website, brochure, or Facebook page can
also be ftricky. It gets even more difficult if
you’re making sure your images are legal
to use. Wait, we can’'t use any image that
we find online? That’s right! Because of
copyright, you legally cannot use any
online image, like those found on Google.
On Google, since we're on that topic, you'll
notice a disclaimer when you click on an
image. It will say something like, “Images
may be subject to copyright. Learn More.”

Using these images opens your library up
to possible lawsuits for copyright
infringement. Instead, look for images that
fall into Public Domain or have a Creative
Commons license.

What is the public domain? According to
the United States Copyright Office, a
“work of authorship is in the ‘public domain’
if it is no longer under copyright protection
or if it failed to meet the requirements for
copyright protection. Works in the public
domain may be used freely without the
permission of the former copyright owner.”
