The North Dakota Library Coordinating Council serves as the Governor-appointed
advisory board for NDSL. The board meets quarterly and is comprised of librarians
and citizens. They award the Library Vision grants, assist the State Library with the
creation of grant opportunities and advise the State Library in a variety of areas. The
Council visits libraries across the state at least twice per year. They assisted with the
evaluation of the last Library Services and Technology Act Five-year Plan evaluation
and the creation of the new plan. They are pivotal to the success of the State Library.

The council includes representatives from academic, public, school, and special
libraries. The President of the North Dakota Library Association or their designee
serves on the council as well as two Representative-At-Large librarians or library staff
and two Citizens-At-Large. Members serve three-year terms and are eligible for up to
two terms. If a council member is appointed to serve out the remainder of a term, they
can then serve two additional full terms.

The State Library is grateful for the folks that volunteer to serve on the council. Two
long-time members will be concluding their service at the end of this month. Tim
Dirks, Director of the Fargo Public Library, served a partial term as well as two full
terms. Tim’s passion for building the capacity of libraries and for meeting the needs of
the rural and small libraries has contributed to the different grants that have been
offered the last few years, most notably the Partnership grant that was intended to
create strong and lasting relationships between libraries and other organizations.
Jason Matthews has served as a Citizen-At-Large for one partial and two full-terms.
He is also passionate about libraries and his expertise in governance and strategic
planning has been invaluable to us. Steve Hammel has joined the State Library as our
Patron Services Director and is concluding his term early due to that. Steve is also
passionate about meeting the needs of the small and rural libraries and at building
connections between North Dakota libraries. We are grateful for the service of each of
them and send a heartfelt thanks to them for their dedication to serving the library
community.

Jane la Plante from Minot State University is concluding her first partial term and has
been reappointed by Governor Burgum to serve a full-term. Jane serves in a
Representative-At-Large seat. Citizen Austin Lafferty from Mandan has been
appointed by Governor Burgum to the Citizen At-Large seat. Traci Lund from Divide
County Public Library has been appointed to the Representative-At-Large seat.
Maddie Cummings from Devils Lake Public Library has been appointed to the Public
Library seat. We welcome our new council members, and we look forward to working
with you.

As we enter the month of June, which includes celebrations of both Pride Month,
recognizing the LGBTQIA2S+ community, and Juneteenth, to commemorate the
Emancipation Proclamation and the end of slavery, this may be a good time to brush
up on some diversity training.

Universal Class offers Diversity Training 101, an eleven-lesson course on promoting
an atmosphere of respect and acceptance in the workplace. Diversity training is not a
new concept, but one that many organizations have been implementing into their
training programs. The idea is that when employees are exposed to different cultures,
individuals with different sexual preferences, and people with various personalities,
conflict may occur. Diversity training is designed to assist people in dealing with these
various situations so that civil rights violations do not occur. This course explores not
only the acceptance of people of color, but also the acceptance of women,
homosexuals, and aging individuals in the workplace. When companies embrace
diversity, they can benefit from the range of perspectives, experiences, and skills that
a diverse workforce brings.

"The Hate U Give" by Angie Thomas

"Sixteen-year-old Starr Carter moves between two worlds: the
poor neighborhood where she lives and the fancy suburban prep
school she attends. The uneasy balance between these worlds
is shattered when Starr witnesses the fatal shooting of her
childhood best friend Khalil at the hands of a police officer. Khalil
was unarmed. Soon afterward, his death is a national headline.
Some are calling him a thug, maybe even a drug dealer and a
gangbanger. Protesters are taking to the streets in Khalil's
name. Some cops and the local drug lord try to intimidate Starr
and her family. What everyone wants to know is: what really went down that night?
And the only person alive who can answer that is Starr. But what Starr does or does
not say could upend her community. It could also endanger her life."
